e UNDER THE LENS

Cuando queremos hacer referencia a un dia en particular, utilizamos la siguiente

estructura:
DAY + MONTH + DATE

Es decir, primero se escribe el dia, luego el mes vy, al final, el nGmero de dia del

mes, por ejemplo:
Today is Tuesday, April 5th.

Los nimeros que indican la fecha refieren a un orden determinado; es decir, para
hablar de los dias decimos el primer dia del mes, el segundo, el tercero, etc. y se
los llama numeros ordinales. Estos nimeros también se usan para indicar la
posicion de los ganadores en un concurso o los pasos que hay que seguir en una
receta o una instruccion. En inglés, no se escriben igual que los nUmeros comunes

y se pueden abreviar dejando solo las Gltimas dos letras. Por ejemplo:

1st - First
2nd - Second
3rd - Third
4th - Fourth
5th - Fifth
6th - Sixth
(...)

Atencion: Como pueden observar, a partir del cuarto nimero, todos terminan en
-th: 7th seventh, 8th eighth, 9th ninth...

CULTURAL CORNER

¢Alguna vez se preguntaron cual es el origen de nuestro calendario?

Desde las primeras civilizaciones, el ser humano ha contado y ha intentado dividir el
tiempo de manera tal que refleje su cultura, tomando como referencia los ciclos
naturales como el dia, la lunacion o el afio solar.

Nuestro actual calendario tiene su origen en el antiguo calendario persa que tenia 12
meses de 30 dias. Luego, el emperador Julio Cesar decret6 que el afio tendria 365 dias
y, aflos mas tarde, el papa Gregorio Xlll organiz6 el calendario que usamos en la
actualidad. Por esto, se lo conoce como calendario gregoriano.

Otras culturas dividen el tiempo de manera diferente y se rigen por otros calendarios,

como el calendario judio, el africano, el calendario maya o el chino.

Cut out the 3 circle templates.

Write the numbers from 1 to 31 on the small circle; the days of the week on the
medium-sized circle; and the months of the year on the big one.

Decorate the circles and make drawings for each month.

Cut out the special tag.

Place the circles as in the example and staple the special tag in the middle of the
circle.

Don’t forget to move the date and day circles every day to get it right anytime you

need it!
